1. Have you had any problems at customs and visa control points when entering the U.S.?

2. Did you encounter any problems with your travel from the airport to your destination?  If so, please share whatever advice you have for future grantees in the same situation.

3. Did you have any problems with receiving your air freight or other shipments? How did you clear these through customs on arrival, or after arrival if for some reason they were delayed in arrival?

4. Have you obtained your Social Security Number? Were there any problems involved? How long did it take?

5. How did you arrange for your housing? Were there any difficulties involved?

6. Have you had any medical problems? If yes, what was your experience with visit to a doctor? Was your medical insurance sufficient?

7. Please comment on any other aspect of your Fulbright experience.
